	MATHEMATICS

	Operations and Algebraic Thinking (2.0A)

· Count within 1000; skip count by 2s, 5s, 10s, and 100s.
· Use addition to find the total number of objects arranged in rectangular arrays with up to 5 rows and 5 columns; write an equation to express the total as a sum of equal addends.
Numbers and Operations in Base Ten (2.NBT)

· Fluently add and subtract within 100 using strategies using concrete models or drawings and strategies based on place value and properties of operations, and/or the relationship between addition and subtraction. Understand that in adding or subtraction three-digit numbers, one adds or subtracts hundreds and hundreds, tens and tens, ones and ones; and sometimes it is necessary to compose or decompose tens or hundreds.
Measurement and Data (2.MD)

· Tell and write time from analog and digital clocks to the nearest five minutes using a.m. and p.m.
· Draw a picture graph and a bar graph to represent data set up with up to 4 categories. Solve simple put-together, take-apart, and compare problems.
Geometry (2.G)

· Recognize and draw shapes having specified attributes, such as a given number of angles or a given number of equal faces. Identify triangles, quadrilaterals, pentagons, hexagons, and cubes.

	SCIENCE

	Physical Sciences
· Understand that objects fall to the ground unless something holds them up.
· Understand that sound is made by vibrating objects and can be described by its pitch and volume.
Life Sciences
· Understand the sequential stages of life cycles are different for different animals, such as frogs, butterflies, and mice.
· Understand that plants and animals have predictable life cycles.
Earth Sciences
· Compare the physical properties of different kinds of rocks, and know that rock is composed of different combinations of minerals.
· Understand that soil is made partly from weathered rock and partly from organic materials and that soils differ in their color, texture, capacity to retain water, and ability to support the growth of  many kinds of plants.
· Understand that smaller rocks come from the breakage and weathering of larger rocks.
Investigation and Experimentation
· Write or draw descriptions of a sequence of steps, events, or observations.
· Make predictions based on observed patterns and not random guessing.
· Follow oral instructions for a scientific investigation.

	SOCIAL STUDIES

	Students differentiate between things that happened long ago and things that happened yesterday.

· Trace the history of a family through the use of primary and secondary sources, including artifacts, photographs, interviews, and documents.
· Place important events in their lives in the order in which they occurred (ex- on a timeline or storyboard).

· Correctly apply terms related to time, including past, present, future, decade, century, and generation.
· Explain how the present is connected to the past, identifying both similarities and differences between the two, and how some things change over time and some things stay the same.

· Pose relevant questions about events they encounter in historical documents, eyewitness accounts, oral histories, letters, diaries, artifacts, photographs, maps, artworks, and architecture.
· Differentiate between primary and secondary sources.
