	Operations and Algebraic Thinking (2.0A)

· Count within 1000; skip count by 2s, 5s, 10s, and 100s.
Numbers and Operations in Base Ten (2.NBT)

· Use estimation strategies in computation and problem solving with numbers up to 1000.
· Make reasonable estimates when adding and subtracting.
· Explain why addition and subtraction strategies work, using place value and the properties of operations.
Measurement and Data (2.MD)

· Use addition and subtraction within 100 to solve word problems involving lengths that are given in the same units and equations with a symbol for the unknown number to represent the problem.
· Represent whole numbers as lengths from 0 on a number line diagram with equally spaced points corresponding to the numbers 0, 1, 2..., and represent whole-number sums and differences within 100 on a number line diagram.
Geometry (2.G)

· Partition circles and rectangles into two, three, or four equal shares using the words halves, thirds, half of, a third of, etc., and describe the whole as two halves, three thirds, four fourths. Recognize that equal shares of identical wholes need not have the same shape.

	Physical Sciences

· Label from memory a simple map of North American continent, including the countries, oceans, Great Lakes, major rivers, and mountain ranges. Identify the essential map elements: title, legend, directional indicator, scale,and date.
· Locate on a map where their ancestors lived, telling when the family moved to the local community and how and why they made the trip.
Chronological and Spatial Thinking

· Use map and globe skills to determine the absolute locations of places and interpret information available through a map’s or globe’s legend, scale, and symbolic representations.
· Judge the significance of the relative location of a place (ex- proximity to a harbor, on trade routes) and analyze how relative advantages or disadvantages can change over time.
Research, Evidence, and Point of View

· Pose relevant questions about events they encounter in historical documents, eyewitness accounts, oral histories, letters, diaries, artifacts, photographs, maps, artworks, and architecture.
· Differentiate between primary and secondary sources.
· Distinguish fact from fiction by comparing documentary sources on historical figures and events with fictionalized characters and events
